2018 CHEVROLET CORVETTE Z06 ESSENTIALS: STUNNER

 

What is it:  Corvette Godfather Zora Arkus-Duntov developed 

the first Z06 in the early '60s hoping to give his sports car 

drivers an advantage. An option package, it had better 

brakes and a bigger fuel tank so it could make fewer pit 

stops. Only 199 were built.  Fast-forward 50 years and the Z06 

is its own model. Until about five minutes ago the car’s 650 

hp, 650 lb-ft and $80K sticker put it atop the Corvette heap. 

Of course, the ZR1 just arrived, boasting 105 more hp, 65 

more lb-ft, and a $121,000 sticker price. A base Stingray costs 

about $56,000 with 460 hp, so there’s enough Corvette 

variety here for dang near everyone.
