"efficiency" the 2023 Chevrolet C8 Corvette Z06 is a 670 hp naturally-aspirated tickle to make 

you grin the widest! 

What's New For The 2023 Chevrolet C8 Corvette? 

While the C8 Corvette Z06 has taken up the limelight there are a few other notable updates and 

additions to the 2023 Chevy Corvette line-up. With Chevy celebrating 70 years of the Corvette 

nameplate, there is a new 2023 Corvette 70th Anniversary Edition that adds more uniqueness with 

various visual upgrades. 

Other less dramatic yet refreshing updates include new 20-inch wheel designs, optional black 

tailpipes, and a new sinister-looking Stealth Aluminum interior package. There is also a louder-than-

life Adrenaline Red Dipped interior theme with every element covered in bright red upholstery! 

We Can't Get Enough Of The 2023 Chevrolet Corvette Z06 

But it is the Z06 that has gotten our hearts racing. The most powerful Corvette has been a long time 

waiting. The C06 is powered by a naturally-aspirated 5.5-Liter flat-plane V8 LT6 engine that pumps 

out 670 hp at an exciting 8,400 rpm. And to spice it up further, the Z06 has a howl that will even 

make the iconic Ferrari 458 Italia's NA V8 jealous! 

Interestingly the standard 2023 Corvette packs a bigger 6.2-Liter V8 but churns out conservatively 

at 490 hp and 470 lb-ft of torque. The Z51 package bumps things up to 495 hp and adds a slew of 

driver-focused upgrades like an electronic limited-slip rear differential, bitier brakes, and stickier 

tires. But it still falls short of the Z06's charisma. 

All 2023 Corvettes are powered by a capable eight-speed automatic transmission that sends power 

to the rear wheels only. If the Z06 still doesn't tickle you, then there's the available Z07 performance 

package that adds aggressive aero upgrades to provide 734 pounds of downforce at 186 mph. 

This is attained by adding a more aggressive carbon fiber rear wing. That's enough to eat up its 

unique Michelin Cup 2 R ZP tires in no time! Giving more confidence in this package are targeted 

chassis tuning, tweaked Magnetic Ride Control settings, and bitier Brembo carbon ceramic brakes. 



Unique Appeal With The 2023 C8 Corvette 70th 
Anniversary 

The 2023 C8 Corvette 70th Anniversary Edition is offered on the top-sped 3LT trim only but can be 

had in either a coupe or convertible form. All of its unique bits are purely on the aesthetic front. The 

exterior gets elevated with unique 70th Anniversary center caps on special darkened aluminum 

wheels. 

"70th Anniversary" badges are present on the outside and also on the custom leather and microfiber 

upholstered seats. This special model can be had only in two shades - White Pearl Metallic or 

Carbon Flash Metallic. Chevy has also added a cool set of custom-matching luggage. 

2023 C8 Corvette Sporty Interior Gets Bright And Red 

The cool and futuristic-looking interior is mostly unchanged for 2023. Going up the trim table will add 

loads of plush elements like leather and microfiber on more interior elements like the dashboard and 

door panels. But adding more freshness to the 2023 Corvettes are two new interior packages. 

A Stealth package puts forth a blacked-out theme with darkened aluminum trimmings that blends in 

with the all-black upholstery. Then there's the bold Adrenaline Red Dipped package that paints the 

whole cabin red. Imagine a black C8 Corvette with the all-red cabin. It is going to be dope! And the 

70th Anniversary Edition models add unique interior bits like white leather seat elements and red 

seat belts. 

2023 Chevrolet Corvette Is A Bargain Supercar Dream 

The standard 2023 Chevrolet C8 Corvette starts with an MSRP of $64,500 for the base 1LT trim 

and tops out for the 3LT Convertible model which starts from $83,450. There are a total of three 

trims - 1LT, 2LT, and 3LT; for both the coupe and convertible. That makes for a total of six models 

to play with. 

The 2023 Chevy C8 Corvette Z06 has a similar pattern as well. The base 1LZ Z06 model starts with 

an MSRP of $105,300 and tops the scale with the 3LZ Convertible model which starts from 

$126,150; a total of six models to spoil you, here as well!
